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DR. JOHN DUNN COLLECTION

INVENTORY

The collection consists of the personal files of Dr. John Dunn during the years of his medical practice in Pecos, Texas.  Dr. Dunn was reared and educated in Pecos.  He entered the Marine Corps after high school, earned his BS. degree at Abilene Christian College, his MD. degree at Southwestern Medical School, interned at Robert B. Green Hospital in San Antonio and then returned to Pecos to establish his practice.

The collection is organized into four major groupings with several supplemental files containing audio tape, various magazines and pamphlets, and an extensive newspaper clipping file.

Series I.  The General File consists of correspondence, various medical files, court records, political activities, the Villaloboz malpractice suit, and an extensive file of congratulatory and supportive letters.

Series II. The Libel Suit brought Holcombe and Cothrun against Dunn, Avery and Cowles Publications over an article in the July 31, 1962 issue of Look Magazine.  The file contains numerous statements by witnesses, various legal papers and correspondence from attorneys and others.

Series III.  The Hospital Case in which Dunn sued the Board of Managers of the Memorial Hospital of Pecos for reinstatement to the Hospital staff.  The file consists of a complete transcript of the trial, many of the various legal papers filed during the case, the exhibits presented, witness statements and related papers.

Series IV.  The Estes Affair was of national interest in which Dr. Dunn uncovered evidence of widespread fraud by Billie Sol Estes.  The file consists of less material than might be expected considering the scope of the case.  The files consist primarily of the many chattel mortgages uncovered by Dun and the attempts by him to get the F.B..I. and others interested in the case. 

Series V.  Audio Tapes.  No attempt has been made to catalog these as yet.

Series VI.  The Magazine and Pamphlet File contains magazines with articles on the Estes Case and numerous publications related to the Right Wing political interest of Dr. Dunn.

Series VII.  The Clipping File is very extensive and will be organized both chronologically and by subject at a later date.
