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TEXAS LAND AND MORTGAGE COLLECTION

DESCRIPTION

The Collection consists of some of the corporate records of the Texas Land and Mortgage Company, Ltd., a London, England based, Scottish owned mortgage company that made Dallas, Texas as it’s center of operations on October 27, 1882.  Their lending ceased with the 1929 crash and the drought that followed and the Company acquired title to 146 farms and ranches out of previously held loans, managing these lands until land prices advanced.  A Lubbock office was established in about 1929, managed by B.F. Brewer.

Company loans amounted to £135,000 in 1883 and £60,000 in 1912.  Some of it’s early clients were: Ikard Wagoner, John Adair, Charles Goodnight, Curtis and Atkinson, Jot Gunter, the Sanger Brothers and Blankenship and Blake.

At the close of the fiscal year, March 31, 1946, all of its mortgage loans had been collected and all of its foreclosed lands – except a few acres being held for investment – had been sold.  It changed from being a mortgage loan business to being and investment trust.  It then became Texas Land and Mortgage Company, Inc.

 Many of the early records were donated to the University of Texas, Austin by Mr. Brewer and Mr. Tom Sealy in 1954.  The Company’s managers were; Courtenay E. Wellesley (1882-1902), Ainslie G. Wood (1902-1927), Hector Mackay (1927-1929) and B. F. Brewer (1929-1947)  Mr. Wood was an active Dallas citizen being a charter member of the Dallas Country Club and was a member of the Texas Golf Association, Dallas Chamber of Commerce, Dallas Westminster Presbyterian Church and a Mason.

The collection consists of mortgage records in 271 wallets in 30 file boxes, an extensive file of information on oil and gas potential (created by the Noranda Oil Company, headquartered in San Antonio) consisting of 34 file boxes of vertical material, yearbooks of the National Oil Scouts Association (later International Oil Scouts Association, three file boxes containing tax reports, loan ledger #5 (Jan 1891 to Jan 1907) and a few photos and artifacts.
