Introduction to the Photo and Negative files.

The Thrapp Photo Collection contains over 6,000 images and covers a wide range of subjects from Africa to NASA to U.S. Historical locations and persons.  They were filed in a variety of ways in addition to eight albums.  Negatives were also filed in a variety of ways.  In an attempt to bring some sort of order o the collection they were divided into the subjects shown in the outline below.  Most had some sort of identification but many did not.  A Photograph Card File Index has been used in a n attempt to identify the prints.  This Index has been reworked in an attempt to provide a list that corresponds page by page with the albums and the loose images.

Sub-sub-series 1

"Scrapbook",  515 images.  This album is in three sections (#1,#2,#3).  Photos are numbered 1-515 to end of album.  Page numbers refer to original album pages.

Section #1- 1-88.  England,

No captions or descriptions; buildings, streets, homes, shops, open country, tombstones (incl. Fletcher Christian, Sproat, Dixon)

Section #2- 89-210. South Seas,

No captions or descriptions; Bouganville (New Guinea), churches, monuments, trees, seascapes.

Section #3- "Z" section, 211-515. South America
No captions or descriptions.  Appears to be from a trip through Argentina and Chile.

Sub-sub-series 2

"X", Southwest and Mexico, 1963 to 1971.  879 images.  Many of these images are indexed in the DLT Photo Card File which has been copied and is under "X-Neg Notes" in the printed inventory.

Sub-sub-series 3

"A".  621 images.  Even though many have been returned to donor as indicated, we will leave each space numbered in case information is added.  Family, WWII, England, most are in Greece  Many of these images are in the Photo Card File (see DLT,X,Neg Notes).

Sub-sub-series 4

"D".  735 images.  Vacation trips between 1967 and 1977 in various parts of the United States.  Particular interest was shown in early forts and battles.  Many of these images are identified in the DLT Photo Card Catalog (DLT,X,Neg Notes)

Sub-sub-series 5

Black album, 11 ½ x15 ½.  705 images.  Pages not numbered by Thrapp.  No identifications in this album.    See the African series in DLT,X,M, a series of 5x7 images, numbered and captioned. Also see DLT,X,DD, Africa negatives.  These are identified in groups.  Can be used to identify the photos.

Sub-sub-series 6

Black 11x15.  1,098 images.  Note: Unfortunately DLT cropped his photos to fit into the album.  Some information he had written on the reverse side has been lost. In a number of cases it was not possible to decipher his writing, so some proper names may be incorrect.

Expedition:  Photo #408 indicates this was the "American Museum-Sinclair Expedition, Base, Billings, Montana."  A crate in photo #281 says "...rican Museum of...History."

Sub-sub-series 7

"M".  484 images.  Western historical locations, tombstones, etc.
